In the Remote Viewer, you must specify the computer name or IP

address of the running TopView Window along with the port number. Each TopView Window

running on the same computer must use a different por t number. The user may choose the

If the remote TopView Window is configured to play Text-to-speech Audible Alarms, these
spoken messages are generatedwhen a tag/row transitions into an alarm state. Each time
the Remote Viewer refreshesthe tags/rows from the TopView Window (see Updating the
Current values and alarms on page 16), the most recent text -to-speech message will be
retrieved and played. Therefore, if multi ple text-to-speech messagesoccur in TopView within
the refresh period of the Remote Viewer, only the most recent speech message will be heard
in the Remote Viewer. This behavior is intended to limit the network bandwidth requirements
between TopView and the Remote Viewer.
